Micaela Manzanilla Sherry $4

Pale Straw in color, this wine comes from the palomino 

variety. Clean and intense aroma with attractive notes of 

fresh, fruity and deep grass. The taste is fresh, with soft 

bitterness, good acidity, with a simple but pleasant mouth 

fill.

Carpano Antica Formula Vermouth $6

A reproduction of a vermouth recipe from Benedetto 

Carpano dating from the late 1780s, a bitter-sweet 

legendary vermouth that started it all. Dried fruits on the 

nose with Christmas spices and a distinct booze-soaked 

fruitcake-fruity finish.

Japanese AKA-ONI Rosso Vermouth $4

Paying homage to Japan's medicinal sake culture that has 

been passed down since ancient times, various herbs and 

spices are pickled in mirin as a base, and shochu is used to 

enhance alcohol.

Matthiasson Sweet Vermouth $14

Complex spices and herbal notes of mint, fennel, clove, and 

nutmeg on the nose give way to orange zest, pine, fig and 

cherry cola on the palate with a lightly bitter finish.   

Japanese Barrel Aged Amaro KZ $6

The rich sweetness of dried fruits such as fig and mango, 

with a gorgeous aftertaste of shiso and lavender. 

Osborne Pedro Ximenez 1827 $6

The Osborne premium range of sherry wines; very sweet, 

aromatic, deep and flavorful. 
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Micaela Pedro Ximenez Sherry $6

Velvety and creamy, with an acidity that mitigates the 

extreme sweetness and warmth of alcohol, and a long, 

delicious finish. 

Graham's, 10-year-old Tawny Port, Portugal $9

Complex nutty aromas complemented by nuances of 

honey and figs, beautifully mellow with a long-lasting 

luscious finish encompassing rich, ripe- fruit flavors.

Sexton Single Malt Irish Whiskey $6

Made from 100% Irish malted barley, triple-distilled in 

copper pot stills, and aged in oloroso sherry casks. 

Dried fruits, subtle oak notes, and a smooth-finessed 

finish.

Glenfarclas Highland Single Malt Whisky $8

Well-balanced, complex and full-bodied with notes of 

dried fruit, sherry, vanilla, and spice, ending with a 

warming, sherry-sweet finish.

Ichiro’s Malt & Grain Blended Whisky $11

Ichiro's Malt & Grain Classical Edition Blended Whisky 

is a rare, limited-edition world blend produced by the 

Chichibu distillery, combining Japanese malt from its 

namesake distillery with Scotch, Irish, Canadian, and 

American whiskies, as well as grain whisky from the 

now-closed Kawasaki distillery. A delicate balance of 

pear, apricot, green apple, caramel, spice, oak, and a 

touch of peat smoke. A complexly pleasant palate of 

refreshing sourness that’s balanced with a rich, brown 

sugar sweetness.

Sazerac Rye Whiskey $7

A New Orleans original, Sazerac Rye symbolizes the 

culture and history of the Big Easy. In the 19th century, 

industrious farmers and distillers in the heartland of 

the United States barreled and shipped their rye 

whiskeys down the great Mississippi River.

1792 Small Batch Kentucky Bourbon $7

Sophisticated and complex, 1792 follows the signature 

“high rye” recipe and the marriage of select barrels 

carefully chosen by master distillers. Expressive and 

elegant, spice mingles with sweet caramel and vanilla 

to create a bourbon that is incomparably brash and 

bold, yet smooth and balanced.

El Dorado 12yr Rum $9

Lush tropical fruit and spice on the nose with hints of 

honey and dark sugar. Mellow & full bodied with subtle 

notes of fruit and spice. 

Ron Zacapa Solera 23 Gran Reserva $8

Dried fruit and apricot, savory oak, nutmeg, leather, 

and tobacco with notes of coffee and vanilla, balanced 

with a spicy touch of cinnamon and ginger.

Louis De Lauriston 14yr Calvados $19

A dense and rich Calvados, marked by notes of salted 

butter, exotic wood, baked apple and pear, with 

developing complexity from oak aging including hints 

of vanilla, caramel, praline, and dried apricot.

Toschi Nocello Liqueur $6 (Contains nuts)

Roasted nuts, complemented by a rich, syrupy, and 

creamy palate. Sweet, caramelized vanilla, and a 

lingering finish that includes hints of mocha and 

chocolate coffee.

Giffard Elderflower Liqueur $4

Wild elderflowers, harvested by hand. Floral notes of 

rose & hawthorn enhanced by a touch of acidity. 
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
